The Cheque
Imaging System

Due to new regulations put
forth by the Canadian Payments Association, members
will begin to receive Imaged Statements in the near
future. These Imaged Statements are included in the
member’s monthly or annual statement in the form of
an 8 ½ X 11 sheet(s) of paper with digitized images of
their cheques. The new Imaged Statements provide
members with several convenient and flexible options
over the old chequing system.

The main advantage of the “Better Chequing System”
is that members no longer have to worry about storing
paper cheques and searching for a copy. With Imaged
Statements, members can also view their information
on-line through Internet banking, which saves time in
searching for the paper versions of their statements.
Another important advantage is that the digitized
cheques are accepted as official documents by
Revenue Canada and in a court of law.

The introduction of the new technology supports the
innovations of credit unions and demonstrates their
commitment to providing members leading edge
service.

The deadline for all Canadian business cheques to
conform with the new specifications as outlined by
the Canadian Payments Association is June 30,
2007. Businesses need to make the necessary
changes to their cheques and modify or update their
software involved in cheque production. This timeline
will ensure that cheques are “image-friendly” in
preparation for the transition to image-based clearing.

These specifications are necessary to ensure that high-
quality cheque images can be captured, both for
clearing purposes and for delivery to clients, and to
enhance processing efficiency.
